The proposed project involves the clearing of 0.96 acre of ruderal grasses and eight (8) walnut trees within the proposed clearing limits (or project area), and the and of erosion control measures in connection with the development of 0.96 gross acres (0.68
net acres) of new vineyard, removal of 0.35 acres of unpermitted vineyard located within the Sarco Creek setback and 0.04 acres along the northeastern property line, and legalization of 0.29 acres of unpermitted vineyard (Figure 2). The project would result in a total of 2.04 acres of vineyard (1.08
acres of which is already existing (0.79 acres less than 5% and 0.29 acres unpermitted and seeking approval)). Typical slopes within the project area range from 2-15%, with no slopes over 30. The parcel is located within the RC zoning district and is not subject to the 70% retention requirement
and the 3:1 tree preservation ratio required per Section 18.108 of the Napa County Code. However, the project proposes to retain approximately all the existing oak woodland on site and is proposing to replace the eight (8) walnut trees with 24 trees, an even mix of black and coast live oak. Block
A2 is located along a blue line stream on the north edge of the property and along the stream setback; trees located here may be trimmed and maintained but will not be removed. Rock generated because of site preparation would be used to construct erosion control features such as the rock
apron, and in on-site landscaping. Rock may be crushed and used on the existing avenues where needed; rock not used immediately will be stockpiled for future use inside the proposed clearing limits, in stockpiles that are expected to be less than 20 feet in height, however based on parent
material not much rock is anticipated. Staging areas are proposed to be located in the main driveway, as called out on the ECPA plan set and chemical mixing would occur offsite. No grading activities, ground disturbance or rock storage would occur outside of the proposed clearing limits.

The vineyard would be irrigated with recycled water from the Napa Sanitation District (NSD), which would be trucked onto the site and stored in two (2) existing 5000-gallon water tanks. The existing house and drought-tolerant landscaping is sourced from the existing groundwater well on the
parcel; groundwater from the residential well will not be used to irrigate the new or existing vineyard. If NSD is unable to provide recycled water, planting of new vines will be delayed until recycled water can be obtained. If after the vineyard is established NSD is unable to provide recycled water,
then the vines will be dry farmed. The frequency of truck trips is expected to be two (2) trips per week for five (5) months. Currently the vines are watered using trucked-in recycled water that is stored in two existing 5,000-gallon water tanks. These two (2) water tanks are designated solely for
vineyard irrigation. No landscaping will be irrigated from this system, and no well water will be added to this system. All vineyard will be irrigated from this system. The irrigation system for Block A1 and A2 will not change; a new irrigation system will be constructed to irrigate Block B. The new
recycled water irrigation pipeline, which will be purple to indicate it is recycled water and not potable, would be trenched to the vineyard within the proposed clearing limits. Monitoring of the existing groundwater well, which services the residence and residential landscaping, will be required to
ensure that groundwater is not utilized for the existing or proposed vineyard.
