Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

A Tentative Tract Map to subdivide approximately 5.09 acres into 20 single family residential lots with a single lettered lot
for a biofiltration basin. The proposed Project includes the construction of 20 new single-family detached residences, one
of which would be restricted to “very low income” buyers, one biofiltration basin, and common open space areas. The
project site is currently within the Sphere of Influence of the City of Escondido in unincorporated County territory. The
project will require LAFCO approval for annexation into the City of Escondido. Utilities will be extended to serve the
proposed project from Ash Street, Stanley Avenue and Lehner Avenue.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: Utilize Low emission Clean diesel equipment with Tier 4 engines. Biological: A pre-construction nesting bird
survey is to be conducted prior to any disturbances during avian breeding season; purchase of Non-native grassland
mitigation, Oak woodland mitigation, and tree replacement. Cultural: If cultural resources are discovered activities shall
halt 50-feet of the discovery and City Planning Department notified. Geology: The Applicant shall prepare a final
Geotechnical Report and shall implement the recommendations within the Geotechnical Report. Hazards: Prior to
demolition of structures a survey for asbestos, lead based paint and polychlorinated biphenyl shall be conducted. Noise:
All staging and stationary equipment be placed as far as possible from sensitive receptors, turn off equipment when not
in use, limit the use of enunciators, equipment should be maintain in proper order, use effective mufflers, minimize use of
backup alarms. Transportation: Prior to 34th certificate of occupany, various City improvements shall be implemented.
TRC: Prior to grading permit, the applicant shall enter into a Tribal Cultural Resource Treatment and Monitoring
Agreement, obtain a qualified archaeologist and a Native American monitor both of which attend all applicable
pre-construction meetings, Archaeologist and Native American monitor shall be present full-time during grubing site
grading and ground disturbances, take appropriate steps should anything be discovered, and if human remains are found
on the Project site during construction or during archaeological work, the person responsible for the excavation, or his or
her authorized representative, shall immediately notify the San Diego County Coroner’s office.
