Applications for a Development Review Permit (DR2021-3) and Environmental Initial Study (AEIS2021-6) for the
construction of one single-family residence on a 1.01-acre lot (project). The project is located at 9122 Shadow Hill Road
(APN 385-010-16) in the Low Density Residential District (R-1) and the Hillside Overlay District (HL). The project site is
currently vacant. Improvements to the site would include a single-family residence, driveway, and two fire maintenance
zones extending out 100 feet from the residence. The total area of impervious surfaces would be 6,714 square feet.

The initial study identifies less than significant effects with mitigation in the following categories: Biological Resources
and Geology and Soils.

Biological Resources: employing a biologist to attend pre-construction meetings, pre-construction nesting bird surveys,
fencing the limits of disturbance, avoiding avian breeding season, obtaining an incidental take permit with the USFWS,
site monitoring by the biological monitor.

Geology and Soils: employing a paleontologist to attend pre-construction meetings, having the paleontologist present
during grading, and instituting a recovery program in the event that fossils are found.
