	Project Description: The project is a Special Use Permit (SUP) to allow the demolition of an existing 21,454 two-story retail commercial building and construction of a new six-story, 209,120 sf residential building on the 1.16-acre project site. The project site is located at 70-80 North 27th Street in the Five Wounds area (central) of San José. The project would include up to 198 residential units with 210 parking spaces, 50 bicycle parking spaces, and landscaping. Approximately 15 percent of the units would be for very-low or low-income occupants. Up to 16 trees would be removed. Consistent with the Urban Design goals of the Five Wounds Urban Village, the structure would be designed to reflect Mediterranean or other similar architectural styles that reflect the ethnic heritage of the area. The project would include pedestrian pathways on the north, east, and south sides of the building to allow street and project access to the planned Five Wounds Trail to be constructed between N. 27th and N. 28th Streets. The project would also include a public trail entrance that would be located at the southeast corner of the site.  The proposed trail connections and future Five Wounds Trail would provide pedestrian and bicycle access to the future 28th Street/Little Portugal BART Station.  
	Project's Effects: Impact AQ-1: The project would have an exceedance with respect to community risk caused by project construction. MM AQ-1: A qualified air quality consultant shall prepare a construction operations plan demonstrating use of construction equipment with low diesel particulate matter exhaust or meets a fleet-wide average 70-percent reduction in diesel particulate matter (DPM) exhaust emissions. Equipment will be verifed.  
Impact BIO-1: Construction disturbance could result in bird nest abandonment.  MM BIO-1: Pre-construction surveys and protection during construction if necessary.  
Impact HAZ-1: Development of the proposed project could result in impacts related to exposure to potentially hazardous soil conditions resulting from previous railroad uses on the site. MM HAZ-1: Phase II soil testing is required and remediation will be completed if necessary.
