	Project's Effects: All potential impacts were reduced to less than significant with mitigation. 

A lighting plan and landscaping plan are required to reduce impacts related to aesthetics to a less than significant level. Pre-construction nesting bird surveys, Open Space zoning, Best Management Practices, and silt fence were incorporated to reduce impacts related to biological resources and hydrology and water quality to a less than significant level. Measures to protect cultural resources potentially discovered were incorporated to reduce impacts related to cultural resources and tribal cultural resources to a less than significant level. Restrictions on log processing were incorporated to reduce impacts related to Land Use and Planning to a less than significant level. Limits on hours of construction and noise levels were incorporated to reduce impacts related to noise to a less than significant level. 


	Areas of Controversy: Concerns raised by members of the public include impacts to oak woodland, storage of heavy equipment, and the encroachment to the site. These topics are discussed within the Inital Study.
