	Project Description: A request by Santa Maria Cemetery for a General Plan Amendment (GPA) and rezone to allow for general plan land use designation and zoning ordinance designation changes on a 0.87-acre parcel located in the southeast portion of the city and allow for a Planned Development (PD) Permit for a cemetery district maintenance facility. The project site is currently undeveloped.
The project proposes to change the current land use designation from Medium Density Residential (MDR-12) to Community Facilities (CF), and the current zoning from R-2 (Medium Density Residential) to PF (Public Facilities and Institutional). This change would allow construction of a proposed 2,550-square-foot prefabricated storage building with an attached 544-square-foot prefabricated office and break room, a 15,857-square-foot gravel base outdoor storage area, and associated site improvements such as parking, landscaping, and stormwater retention facilities. Access to the project site would be from East Newlove Drive or South College Drive through the Cemetery District property. 

	Project's Effects: Air Quality: Due to sensitive receptors immediately adjacent to the project site, implement measures to reduce construction-related emissions of ozone precursors (NOx and ROC) and measures to reduce diesel particulate matter (DPM) emissions to the maximum extent feasible. Mitigation measures AQ-1.
Cultural Resources: Ground disturbance associated with future construction activities could inadvertently uncover previously unknown, buried archeological deposits. Mitigation Measure CR-1 Inadvertent Discovery of Archaeological Resources stipulates the process to be followed if human remains are encountered.
Geology and Soils: Based on the sensitivity of underlying geologic formations, mitigation (GS-1) has been recommended identifying the inadvertent discovery protocol in order to reduce potential impacts to paleontological resources to less than significant.
Hazards and Hazardous Materials: HAZ-1 to ensure monitoring and remediation protocols are in place, and clean up work is completed in the event that contaminated soil is uncovered during construction activities due to a historic oil well on the site. 
Noise: Mitigation measures NOI-1 and NOI-2 to minimize all potential impacts related to construction related noise. 
Tribal Cultural Resources: Standard Mitigation Measures CR-1 and GS-1 have been proposed to ensure impacts to any unknown resources that may be encountered during project development would be avoided and/or minimized.
