Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

[The proposed Project includes the development of 35 single-family residential homes on the 14.7-acre, undeveloped
Project site, the extension and widening of Texas Street to the northern end of the Project site, the construction of three
public streets that would end in cul-de-sacs, a water quality basin, a recreation lawn, and a play area. Each home would
be no more than two stories in height and include an attached two-to-three car garage. The Project would also construct
an extension of the Santa Ana River Trail through the northern portion of the Project site and a 10-foot-wide bike path
would be provided along the eastern and northern areas of the Project site. The Project would include a total of
approximately 5.7 acres of open space. The Project would plant new street trees along the eastern side of Texas Street
and along each of the new streets within the development. The applicant is seeking approval of a Conditional Use Permit
for a Planned Residential Development (PRD) which will utilize the Estate Residential (R-E) zoning district’ s
development standards to design the project with a density that is consistent with the underlying General Plan density.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The following environmental factors would be potentially affected by the Project, involving at least one impact that is "
Less Than Significant with Mitigation Incorporated": Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, and
Tribal Cultural Resources. Impacts to Biological Resources would be reduced to a less than signficant level with
implementation of Mitigation Measures (MM) BIO-1, BIO-2, and BIO-3, which require a protocol focused trapping study
for the San Bernardino kangaroo rat, pre-construction surveys for the Burrowing Owl, and pre-construction clearance
surveys for nesting birds, prior to the initiation of ground-disturbing activities. Impacts to Cultural Resources would be
reduced to a less than signficant level with implementation of MM CUL-1 and MM CUL-2, which require the applicant to
retain a qualified archaeologist, and if pre-contact and/or historic-era cultural resources are discovered during project
construction, require the qualified archaeologist to prepared a Monitoring and Treatment Plan for the remainder of the
project site. Impacts to Geology and Soils would be reduced to a less than signficant level with implementation of MM
GEO-1, which requires the applicant to retain a qualified paleontologist to be onsite during any ground disturbing
construction activities. Impacts to Tribal Cultural Resources would be reduced to a less than signficant level with
implementation of MM TCR-1 and MM TCR-2, which require ongoing coordination and communication with the
Yuhaaviatam of San Manuel Nation (YSMN), including the presence of an onsite monitor that represents the YSMN. The
proposed Project would not result in any signficant and unavoidable impacts.
