Commercial cannabis cultivation consisting of 44,000 sq. ft. of canopy inside 46 hoophouses, and two greenhouses for
immature plants. Includes a 48' x 100" processing building and an A-type 13 "self distribution” license for legal
transportation of cannabis to and from the site.

Aesthetics - 6' tall screening fencing required; fabric not permitted due to poor durability. Interior blackout screening
required in all greenhouses to prevent light migration.

Air Quality - palliatives (water) appiied to dirt during site preparation; spill kits kept on site; gravel surfacing to parking and
interior driveway rerquired; carbon filtration systems inside all buildings containing cannabis

Biological Resources - revegetation of slope uphill to development area; 3:1 tree replacement required for oaks greater
than 5" diameter measured 4.5' above grade; 100’ setbacks from aquatic resources (150' required by State from
year-round streams); no footprint expansion allowed; limits to vegetation removal months; fencing only around cultivation
area

Cultural / Tribal Resources - employee training to recognize potentially significant finds during site disturbance; steps
needed if inadvertent discovery of potentially sensitive items occurs; notification of Tribe, Archaeologist, County Sheriff
required if human remains are discovered.

Noise - limits to noise measured at property lines during construction and operations

\Wildfire - compliance with PRC 4290 and 4291 required (roads, gates, defensible space); 5,000 gallon water tank for fire
suppression required; no construction during red flag warnings; water tender on site during construction
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continued
