The applicant for the proposed Project is requesting approval from the County of Riverside to construct an approximately
9,100 SF commercial retail building for a convenience market, parking lot, ornamental landscaping, and two detention
basins on a 1.37 acre site. The proposed Project site is located within the Eastern Coachella Valley portion of the County
of Riverside, in the community of North Shore. The site is comprised of five parcels identified by Riverside County
Assessor’ s Parcel Numbers 723-225-002, 004, -006, -008, and -010 The Project site is currently vacant but disturbed
by the use of motor vehicles, trash dumping, and, in some areas, grading. The Project site has a General Plan Land Use
designation of Mixed Use Area (MUA) and zoning designation of Mixed Use (MU).

[The project was found to have potentially significant effects on cultural, biological, and paleontological resources.
However, all potential impacts can be mitigated to less-than-significant level for these resources. The project is not
located within a designated Multiple Species Habitat Conservation Plan (MSHCP) Conservation Area, nor would it
conflict with the provisions of the MSHCP. With the implementation of the mitigation, impacts to an ephemeral stream,
special status plants, and wildlife species would be less than significant. Additionally, the project will not result in any
known historic or paleontological resources, however it is possible that archeological and paleontological resources
would be encountered at subsurface levels during ground-disturbing construction activities. To reduce potential adverse
effects to post-review discoveries during project implementation, procedures for inadvertent discovery of archeological
and paleontological resources will be implemented as mitigation measures.
