Surfacing
required on interior driveway and parking areas.

Biological Resources - nest survey prior to ground disturbance; transplant two species of plants prior to ground
disturbance.

Cultural / Tribal Resources - protocol for inadvertent discovery of potentially sensitive artifacts or relics; employee training
required prior to ground disturbance

Noise: limits to noise levels measured at property lines. Limits on site disturbance using equipment.

Wildfire: 5000 gallon water tank to be placed on site prior to construction. Interior driveway improvements to meet PRC
4290 and 4291 regulations for road width, surface material, overhead clearance, gates, turnarounds on site. Address
clearly visible from driveway intersection with Kahms Lane. Water tender on site during construction; no construction
allowed during red flag warnings.
