All interior planters, lighting, existing paving, and front curbs will be removed and replaced.  New landscape planters will be added to the interior and property frontage. According to the project description, hours of operation will be 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. and there will be three (3) employees per shift. The project entitlements include a Rezone to change the zoning designation from Neighborhood Commercial (NC) to Community Commercial (CC), a Conditional Use Permit to allow the carwash use in the CC zone, and a Design Review Permit to review the site design.
