A request by Miranda and John Battenburg for a Variance and Minor Use Permit to allow construction of a
3,216-square-foot single-family residence, 1,125-square-foot garage, 144-square-foot covered porch, 1,728-square-foot
entry courtyard, 1,523-square-foot. patio, 160-square-foot pool, 100-square-foot tower porch, and associated
improvements including water tanks, utilities, and driveway access. The driveway will occur on slopes in excess of 30%,
and the project will result in approximately 2.03 acres of site disturbance on a 9.02-acre parcel. The proposed project is
located 0 Villa Lots Road Paso Robles (APN 018-011-017), approximately 0.5 miles north of the city of Paso Robles. The
project parcel is zoned Residential Rural (RR) by the County of San Luis Obispo and is within the North County Planning
Area and Salinas River Sub Area.
