Cultural / Geologic / Tribal - evidence of prior tribal use; archaeologist to re-survey site prior to earth disturbance. Training for employees to identify potentially sensitive items. Protocol in the event of  inadvertent discovery. Grading permit required.

Noise - limits to noise during and after construction measured at property lines

Wildfire - 100' of defensible space around cultivation area and shed; trees can be limbed up to a height of 8' rather than be removed. 5000 gallon water tank for fire suppression required.
