The applicant is requesting approval of a tentative map for a two lot subdivision of a 43,560-square-foot parcel. Parcel
“A” would have 21,826 square feet and Parcel “B” would be 21,734 square feet. The project also includes a request for a
variance to allow a 64-foot average width for the proposed Parcel “B” where 70 feet is the minimum required and a tree
permit for work within the dripline of up to four code-protected trees.
