	Project Description: The project is for a 1) Revised Conditional Use Permit  to update the Montecito YMCA Master Plan, origionally approved under Case No. 78-CP-75, to renovate, enhance, and expand the existing facilities. The project would demolish and rebuild the existing main building resulting in a 10,336 square foot (sf) structure which would accomodate workout roms, multi-purpose spaces, offices, a child watch area, restrooms, and the main lobby. The existing 12,797 square foot sports court would be demolished and replaced with a new 9,425 sf multi-purpose building. The existing 3,300 sf locker room would be rebuilt with a 2,717 sf locker room. The proejct also proposes to renovate the pool deck and expand the pool from 5 lanes to 7 lanes. In addition, a new parking lot is proposed that will include 42 new parking spaces. Eight native trees are proposed for removal, a total of 40 native trees are proposed as mitigation. Restoration of the riparian corridor will include planting 35 additional native trees in the riparian area. Special Events are proposed for between 10-100 people are included. The maximum membership levels are proposed to increase from 1,550 to 1,950 memberships. The project will comply with the Water Efficent Landscape Ordinance (WELO) and the Tier 4 Storm Water Control Plan. 
	Project's Effects: Potentially significant but mitigable effects on the environment are anticipated in the following areas: Aesthetics/Visual Resources, Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Fire Protection, Geologic Processes, Noise, Transportation, and Water Resources/Flooding. However, mitigation measures proposed in these sections would reduce project impacts to levels of less than significance. Mitigation includes desgin review, use of natural building colors, development of a lighting plan, implementation of a tree protection plan, implementaiton of a habitat restoration plan, nesting bird surveys, a requirement to stop work if a cultural resource if found, use of fire resistant materials, implementation of an erosion and sediment control plan, construciton work hours, and special event parking requirements.
