	Project Description: The city's Beach Access Repairs Project proposes structural repairs and improvements to the existing concrete sidewalks, retaining walls, and beach access stairways located along Carlsbad Boulevard. The Project consists primarily of repairing or replacing existing features in kind, with the exception of the upper sidewalk, which is proposed to be widened between Pine Avenue and Maple Avenue to accommodate the heavy traffic of passive and active recreational user groups. The Project is within the city and California State Parks Jurisdiction and requires several permits, including a coastal development permit, a habitat management permit, and a hillside development permit approved by the Planning Commission.


	Project's Effects: The project would have less than significant impacts with mitigation incorporated in the categories below: 
1. Biology - Measures to mitigate impacts to coastal California Gnatcatcher, coastal cactus wren, western yellow bat, pocketed free-tailed bat, and Diegan Coastal Sage Scrub.
2. Cultural/Paleontological - Measures require a archaeologist and a Native American monitor on site during ground disturbing activities related to this Project.
3. Geology/Soils – Measures require implementation of geotechnical recommendations. 
6. Noise - Measures require best management practices to minimize nuisance noise during construction.
7. Transportation - Mitigation for traffic control measures during construction. 
8. Tribal Cultural Resources (TCRs) – Mitigation to ensure protection and appropriate treatment of potential TCRs that may be encountered because of development of this Project. 
9. Mandatory findings of significance – Acknowledges the mitigation measures as identified in the categories above. 


	Areas of Controversy: The city has not received any issues of concerns by the public. The California State Parks Department raised an issue about the potential historic significance of the comfort station at the south most section of the Project boundary near the intersection of  Tamarack Avenue and Carlsbad Boulevard. The city and the State Parks Department worked on mitigation to address the comfort station.
