Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

[The City of Arroyo Grande has initiated a project to produce a "Complete Streets Plan" for Halcyon Road, a major urban
arterial that provides access within the City connecting US 101 and State Route 1. The purpose of the Plan is to develop
an improved transportation corridor that provides for safe mobility and accessibility for all users, including bicyclists,
pedestrians, transit vehicles, trucks, and motorists.

[The Plan proposes multimodal transportation enhancements so that all travel modes are accommodated to promote safe
and convenient walking and bicycling for residents and visitors alike. This Complete Streets Plan provides a framework
within which to further develop specific designs.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Construction acitivites have the potential to create potentially signficant impacts to air quality on a temporary basis.
Mitigation measures related to maintenance of construction equipment, idling, and fugitive dust. Potential impacts to
biological resources will be mitigated by implementing measures to minimize the spread of invasive species and limiting
tree removals outside of nesting season. Potential impacts to cultural resources and tribal cultural resources will be
mitigated by implementation of an Architectural Monitoring Plan and requiring the presence of a Native American monitor
during project related ground disturbing activities.

Mitigation measures for potential impacts related to hazardous materials include implementation of Hazardous Material
Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasure Plan, a Soil Management Plan, a Health and Safety Plan and a Lead
Compliance Plan. Measures are also identified to mitigate potential impacts to hydrology and water quality. These
measures include the preparation of a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan and the implementation of Best
Management Practices for monitoring and sampling for non-visible pollutants, sediment and turbidity, and pH. Potential
impacts to emergency response are mitigated by a Construction Timing, Access, and Circulation Plan that shall be
prepared prior to the start of construction activities.
