One (1) Type 13: Distributor Transport Only, Self-distribution License: The transport of medicinal cannabis goods
between entities licensed pursuant to California Code.

One (1) A— Type 3:“ Medium Outdoor” License: Outdoor cultivation consisting of 43,560 sq. ft. of canopy. The
cultivation would occur in approximately 54 raised planted beds that are four feet wide and 200 feet deep.

One (1) - A - Type 3B: "Medium Mixed-Light": Greenhouse canopy consists of 21,960 sq, ft, inside five (5) greenhouses
each greenhouse is 30'x 244'.

Aesthetics - screen from view with 6' tall screening fence. Acceptable materials are chain link with slats; solid wood or
metal. Fabric screening is not permitted due to poor durability.

Air Quality - palliatives applied to earth during site disturbance. Roads and parking to be surfaced with gravel or other
dust-suppressing surfacing capable of supporting 75,000 pound emergency response vehicle. Carbon filtration systems
installed in each building containing cannabis plants.

Biological Resources - nesting survey required prior to any vegetation removal

Cultural / Tribal - Employee training required to identify potentially significant items. Protocol established for inadvertent
discovery of items, relics or remains. Identification of historic building located on site, and 50' buffer to be shown on a
revised site plan as a 'no disturbance' area.

Geology - erosion control measures to be followed as shown on engineered Drainage and Erosion Control plans
submitted.

Hydrology - well reports required every other month; encouraging installation of a monitoring well.

Noise - limits to noise measured at property lines

Wildfire - compliance with Public Resource Codes 4290 and 4291 for roads, gates, defensible space. Minimum 5000
gallon water tank to be reserved for fire mitigation if needed. Address posted on Bachelor Valley Road.
