The project site currently comprises six parcels, including University Hall and its Annex; the university surface parking lot
immediately to the west of University Hall; and UC-owned commercial buildings located at 2136-2140 University Avenue
(Ernest A. Heron Building) and 2154-2160 University Avenue (Martha E. Sell Building), which are City-designated
landmarks. The project would demolish all existing structures and redevelop the project site with two laboratory buildings
with vehicle parking. The two proposed buildings would also include offices, and other collaborative meeting spaces.
Researchers, faculty, and students from across multiple disciplines would be users of the buildings. The project would
not result in UC Berkeley student population growth but would result in an increase in employment on the project site.

The project would result in significant or potentially significant impacts to the following resources: air quality, biological
resources, cultural and tribal cultural resources, greenhouse gas emissions, and noise and vibration. Most of these
impacts would be reduced to a less-than-significant level with implementation of mitigation Measures 3.2-3, 3.3-2, 3.4-1a,
3.4-1b, 3.4-2, 3.7-1, 3.11-1, and 3.11-2. However, one significant impact related to historical resources and two significant
impacts related to construction noise and new stationary noise sources would remain significant and unavoidable.
