The approximately 2.79-acre site comprises one parcel (Assessor's Parcel Number [APN] 104-04-123) and is currently
developed with a one-story light industrial building (approximately 42,821 square feet) and associated surface parking at
4590 Patrick Henry Drive in the City of Santa Clara. The project would demolish the existing building on-site and
construct an eight-story residential building with up to 284 dwelling units.Pursuant to the Patrick Henry Drive Specific
Plan (PHDSP), 22 percent of total residential developable land would be allocated for public parks or publicly accessible
open spaces including not less than 11 percent of land dedicated to the City in fee title as public parkland. The project
proposes approximately 24,370 square feet of public open space on the ground floor, south of the proposed building.The
project proposes up to 324 parking spaces; of which 310 spaces would be for residents and the remaining 14 parking
spaces would be guest parking.
