The Project is a part of the City of Banning’'s expansion of non-potable water system identified in the City’s Integrated
Master Plan. The Project entails the construction and operation of a new non-potable water storage reservoir that is 21
feet tall with a capacity of approximately 61,000 gallons, associated appurtenances, on-site access road, and the
construction and operation of a new booster pump station designed for the future ultimate flow of 2,500 gallons per
minute (gpm). Construction will also include applicable appurtenances and disturb approximately 1.39 acres.

The Initial Study evaluated potential environmental impacts to aesthetics, agricultural and forestry resources, air quality,
biological resources, cultural resources, energy, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous
materials, hydrology and water quality, land use and planning, mineral resources, noise, population and housing, public
services, recreation, transportation/traffic, tribal cultural resources, utilities and service systems and wildfire.
