A Development Plan Review For a Single-Family Home Located On An Unaddressed Parcel On Garden Highway
Approximately 1 mile North Of The Interstate 80 Freeway In The Natomas Community.

The project consists of the following entitlement requests:

1. A Use Permit request to the Zoning Administrator to allow for a new single-family residence on a property less than
26,500 square feet in the “ undeveloped residential parcel” category per the Garden Highway Special Planning Area.
2. A Design Review to determine substantial compliance with the Sacramento County Countywide Design Guidelines
(Design Guidelines).

[The project would construct a 4,700 square-foot, two-story, single-family home including an attached three car garage.
[The project will also include a private well and septic system and a concrete driveway leading from Garden Highway to
the residence.

Native trees: The project proposed to remove several native oak trees and encroach upon the drip lines of several oaks
that will not be removed. Mitigation in the form of payment into the County's tree fund has been incorporated .
-Swainsons Hawk Nesting habitat: Mitigation in the form of preconstruction survey for Swainson's hawk nesting sites
within 1/2 mile of the project site.

-Raptor Nest Protection: Survey for raptor nests before construction begins and during nesting season.

-Migratory Bird Nest Protection: Survey for migratory nests before construction begins and during nesting season.

-Bat protection: Survey for day roosting bats

-Cultural Resources Unanticipated Discovery: The project is unlikely to impact human remains buried outside of formal
cemeteries; however, if human remains are encountered during construction, mitigation is included specifying how to
comply with CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5 (e), Sections 5097.97 and 5097.98 of the State Public Resources Code,
and Section 7050.5 of the State Health and Safety Code. Therefore, with mitigation, project impacts to cultural
resources will be less than significant.
